MELODIC MUSIC AND LIFESTYLE ORIENTATED SPEECH PRIMARILY TARGETING LISTENERS IN THE AREA AGED 50 PLUS.

Detail

Programming will clearly target listeners primarily aged 50 and over with a mix of melodic pop hits from the 1950s to date, standards, nostalgia and easy listening plus some contemporary easy listening, classic and new country and ‘spice’ tracks. Older, melodic material will dominate the music played and tracks from the last 20 years must not account for more than a third of the music aired each day.  Specialist music programmes featuring genres such as ‘big band’, mellow jazz, rock’n’roll and Motown will account for at least 12 hours each week.  Speech is an important part of the service and should occupy around a third of weekday daytime output.  It should include local information for the target audience, including lifestyle/health matters and phone-in features, and reflect the cultural diversity of the region.  News bulletins containing regional news will be aired every hour from 0600-0000 weekdays and until 1400 weekends. The service must be based within the licence area.
