This document provides information on the files that contain the bids and results of the 800 MHz and 2.6GHz auction that Ofcom is publishing under regulation 111 of the Wireless Telegraphy (Licence Award) Regulations 2012 (“the Regulations”).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Statutory Instrument 2012 No. 2817, as amended by Statutory Instrument 2012 No. 2970 the Wireless Telegraphy (Licence Award) (Amendment) Regulations 2012. All references to a regulation or regulations in this document are references to the Regulations.] 

Please refer to the Regulations for the rules for the award.
Bidding in the auction took place on the following dates:
opt-in round on 18 January;
primary bid rounds on 23 January to 7 February;
supplementary bids round on 12 February;
assignment round on 26 February 2013.
The bids and results files are spreadsheets generated by the Electronic Auction System (the EAS) with no background information, so this document sets out what the entries in each spreadsheet are.
Ofcom is making the files available as a single compressed archive in zip format (“the zip archive”), with each spreadsheet in comma separated values format (csv).

The file called Opt_in_bids.csv sets out the bids made in the opt-in round by the bidder that was eligible to opt in. The file contains five columns; each row in the table sets out an opt-in bid. Please refer to the Regulations, in particular Schedule 2 for the bid amount of each bid.
[bookmark: _Ref349744070]bidderID – a unique number that the electronic auction system attributes to each bidder at the start of the auction and that identifies the bidder for all stages of the process.
[bookmark: _Ref349744084]bidderName – the abbreviated name of the corporate bodies that qualified to bid in the auction. See also Table 1.
A1 – the number of category A1 lots in the opt-in bid.
A2 – whether there is zero or one category A2 lot in the opt-in bid.
C – the number of category C lots in the opt-in bid.
D1 – whether there is zero or one category D1 lot in the opt-in bid.
D2 – whether there is zero or one category D2 lot in the opt-in bid.
E – the number of category E lots in the opt-in bid.

The file called Primary_Round_bids.csv sets out the bids made in each of the 52 primary bid rounds. The file contains 16 columns; each row in the table sets out a primary round bid.
Bidder name – as bidderName, see paragraph 2.1b).
Round – number of the primary bid round.
Round price for A1 - 800MHz paired frequency lot in pounds sterling per lot.
Round price for A2 - 800MHz coverage obligation lot in pounds sterling per lot.
Round price for C - 2.6GHz paired frequency lot in pounds sterling per lot.
Round price for D1 - 2.6GHz concurrent low power 10MHz lot in pounds sterling per lot.
Round price for D2 - 2.6GHz concurrent low power 20MHz lot in pounds sterling per lot.
Round price for E - 2.6GHz individual frequency lot in pounds sterling per lot.

Act – the eligibility associated with the bidder’s bid in the round.

The file called Supplementary_bids.csv sets out the bids made in the supplementary bids round by the bidders. The file contains nine columns; each row in the table sets out a supplementary bid.

A1 – the number of category A1 lots in the supplementary bid.
A2 – whether there is zero or one category A2 lot in the supplementary bid.
C – the number of category C lots in the supplementary bid.
D1 – whether there is zero or one category D1 lot in the supplementary bid.
D2 – whether there is zero or one category D2 lot in the supplementary bid.
E – the number of category E lots in the supplementary bid.
bidAmount – the amount of the supplementary bid in pounds sterling.

The file called Assignment_Round_bids.csv sets out the bids made in the assignment stage round by the winning principal stage bidders. The file contains 10 columns; each row in the table sets out an assignment stage round bid.
[bookmark: _Ref349827823]bandID – a unique identifier for each spectrum band for the purposes of the assignment stage. 1 identifies the 800 MHz band (lot categories A1 and A2); 2 identifies the 2.6 GHz paired spectrum (lot category C); 3 identifies the 2.6 GHz unpaired spectrum (lot category E).
[bookmark: _Ref349827830]method - the assignment method to be used for the band, where 1 means direct assignment and 2 means that a further round of bidding is needed.
bidderName – see paragraph 2.1b).
[bookmark: _Ref349827843]numberBlocks – the number of blocks in this category included in the bidder’s winning bid, where each block has the same size in MHz as a lot in the relevant category.
[bookmark: _Ref349827854]startingBlock – the lowest block of the frequency option in that band, where numbering starts at 1.
[bookmark: _Ref349827863]lowStartFreq – in the case of paired spectrum, this is the lowest starting frequency in the lower paired range of this assignment option; in case of unpaired spectrum, this is the starting frequency of this assignment option. All frequencies in MHz.
[bookmark: _Ref349827869]lowEndFreq – in the case of paired spectrum, this is the ending frequency in the lower paired range of this assignment option; in case of unpaired spectrum, this is the ending frequency of this assignment option. All frequencies in MHz.
[bookmark: _Ref349827875]upStartFreq – in the case of paired spectrum, this is the starting frequency in the upper paired range of this assignment option; in case of unpaired spectrum, this is set to zero. All frequencies in MHz.
[bookmark: _Ref349827881]upEndFreq – in the case of paired spectrum, this is the ending frequency in the upper paired range of this assignment option; in case of unpaired spectrum, this is set to zero. All frequencies in MHz.
